Regarding the application of a teacher from SOT department to teach in the English Department, it is decided that since there was no unanimity on this issue, the decision should be deferred for one semester.

Student feedback report sent by the IQAC was thoroughly discussed in the DAC. Necessary action will be taken. IQAC has to be informed that in 304 (c), 50 classes were taken and not 35 as mentioned in the feedback sheet. There seems to have been a communication gap. 304 (c) is an optional paper with only 10 students which might have caused the confusion regarding the number of classes. IQAC may consider improving the parameters of assessment by shedding light on the specificities of courses.

For any meeting a prior notice of two days may be issued with specific agenda items.

The BUGS English has already prepared the UG English syllabus under CBCS. However, in case the implementation of the CBCS framework from the 2018-19 Academic session is not approved in the AC meeting on 05.04.2018, it is felt that there is an urgent need to revise the UG English syllabus in the present structure as the existing syllabus has been in operation for last ten years. To address the issue, a Committee has been formed to look into the matter and prepare a draft UG English syllabus which may be placed before a special BUGS meeting and submitted to the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor for necessary approval so that the same may be in operation from the 2018-19 Academic sessions. The syllabus may subsequently be ratified by School Board and Academic Council meetings.
