Workshop on Fundamentals of Livelihood Promotion

Context

The Sustainable Livelihoods Approach (SLA) became a dominant paradigm for
development interventions in the 1990s following the World Commission on
Environment and Development (WCED). White Paper on International Development by
DFID (Department of International Development) in 1997 provided a further boost to
the approach. The Government of India too adopted this approach in the 11th and 12th
Five Year Plans, wherein the need for training development professionals who could
work at different levels of organizations promoting sustainable livelihoods for the poor
was articulated as a policy objective and strategy. A significant change in the livelihoods
ecosystem in India occurred with the launch National Rural Livelihood Mission (NRLM)
in all the states of India in 2012. Besides, most of the large development agencies in
non-government sector have their major portfolio in livelihood promotion. Therefore,
number of trained professionals required in the sector is ever increasing.

It is estimated that about 15 million new livelihoods need to be promoted every year in
India to ensure near full employment. However, there are two significant bottlenecks,
which are witnessed in the field of livelihood promotion- inadequate knowledge base on
how to support/promote large number of livelihoods ; and inadequate availability of
trained human resources who can participate in this work effectively.

Institutions like IRMA, XISS, and XIMB have already included Livelihood Promotion as a
major thematic area in the curriculum and take the help of practitioners to deliver the
courses; where as majority of Schools/Departments of Social Work have not done it. In
this context, it is in the interest of the students of Social Work, that some modular
programmes in the form of workshops and trainings are offered to them so that they
can better avail the employment opportunities in the sector.

Design of the Workshop

In a 2-3 days of workshop the students( preferably 3/4% semester students of MSW
will be oriented on the following areas :

¥" Livelihood Promotion : A Conceptual Framework
v" Evolution of Livelihood Promotion Approaches
v" Livelihood Promotion Framework

v" Designing Livelihood Intervention Choices

The programme shall be conducted in workshop mode with use of participatory
methods like case study discussion and simulation games.



Fundamentals of Livelihood Promotion

Study Materials

1. What is Livelihood?
Livelihood is:

e A set of economic activities, involving self-employment and/or wage-employment
by using one's endowments (human and material)
to generate adequate resources (cash and non-cash)

for meeting the requirements of self and the household,

usually carried out repeatedly and as such become a way of life.

a livelihood should keep a person meaningfully occupied,

Livelihoods, therefore, go far beyond generating income. A livelihood is much more than
employment.

2. A working definition of livelihood
When asked “what is a livelihood”, few would struggle to answer. “Making a living”,
“supporting a family”, or “my job” all describe a livelihood. The term is well recognized as
humans inherently develop and implement strategies to ensure their survival.

A livelihood comprises the capabilities, assets (including both material and social
resources) and activities required for a means of living. A livelihood is sustainable when it
can cope with and recover from stress and shocks and maintain or enhance its capabilities and
assets both now and in the future. (Chambers & Conway, 1991}1

3. Livelihood Assets

e Human capital: Skills, knowledge, health and ability to work

e Social capital: Social resources, including informal networks, membership of
formalized groups and relationships of trust that facilitate cooperation and economic
opportunities

e Natural capital: Natural resources such as land, soil, water, forests and fisheries

e Physical capital: Basic infrastructure, such as roads, water & sanitation, schools, ICT;

and producer goods, including tools, livestock and equipment

s Financial capital: Financial resources including savings, credit, and income from

employment, trade and remittances

4. Livelihood context
Livelihoods are formed within social, economic and political contexts. Institutions, processes
and policies, such as markets, social norms, and land ownership policies affect our ability to
access and use assets for a favourable outcome. As these contexts change they create new
livelihood obstacles or opportunities.

Social relations: The way in which gender, ethnicity, culture, history, religion and kinship
affect the livelihoods of different groups within a community

Social and political organization: Decision-making processes, civic bodies, social rules and
norms, democracy, leadership, power and authority, rent-seeking behaviour

Governance: The form and quality of government systems including structure, power,
efficiency and effectiveness, rights and representation

Service delivery: The effectiveness and responsiveness of state and private sector agencies

engaged in delivery of services such as education, health, water and sanitation

Resource access institutions: The social norms, customs and behaviours (or ‘rules of the
game') that define people’s access to resources

Policy and policy processes: The processes by which policy and legislation is determined
and implemented and their effects on people’s livelihoods

Natural resource system: Livelihoods are also shaped by the changing natural environment.
The quality of soil, air and water; the climatic and geographic conditions; the availability of
fauna and flora; and the frequency and intensity of natural hazards all influence livelihood
decisions.

Under such conditions, people must adapt existing strategies or develop new strategies in
order to survive,

5. Livelihood Interdependence
One important characteristic of livelihoods is their interdependence. Very few livelihoods
exist in isolation. A given livelihood may rely on other livelihoods to access and exchange
assets. Traders rely on farmers to produce goods, processors 1o prepare them, and consumers
to buy them. Livelihoods also compete with each other for access to assets and markets. Thus
positive and negative impacts on any given livelihood will, in turn, impact others. This is a
particularly important consideration when planning livelihood assistance.

6. Why promote livelihoods?

According to an estimate about 15 million people in India will be seeking work every year.
Thus, 15 million new livelihoods will have to be generated every year. Given the magnitude
of the problem, and the dearth of resources for livelihood promotion, the task of promoting
livelihoods for the poor becomes all the more urgent. It calls for organizations to use their
resources optimally to achieve maximum scale. The primary reason 1o promote livelihoods is
the belief in the essential right of all human beings to have opportunity for living a dignified
life. Poor people do not have life choices nor do they have opportunities. Ensuring that a
poor household has a stable livelihood will substantially increase its income, and over a
period of time, asset ownership, self-esteem and social participation.

The second reason for livelihood promotion is to promote economic growth. The 'bottom
of the pyramid' comprising nearly 4 billion out of the 6 billion people in the world, who do
not have the purchasing power to buy even the bare necessities of life - food, clothing and
shelter. But as they get steadier incomes through livelihood promotion, they become
customers of many goods and services, which then promote growth. The third reason for
promoting livelihoods is to ensure social and political stability. When people are hungry,
they tend to take to violence, crime. Thus, we see that there are idealistic, utilitarian and plain
self-interest based arguments for livelihood promotion. But whatever be the reason, we need
to worry about - how to promote livelihoods?

Sometimes disasters ruin livelihood system of the people. The importance of taking into
account the livelihoods of disaster affected populations and, where possible, protecting and
developing them, has been increasingly recognised and addressed by all key actors within
disaster recovery processes. More importantly, disaster affected populations have
overwhelmingly identified livelihoods as their greatest recovery priority.

7. What is a Livelihood Intervention?
Livelihood interventions are conscious efforts by an agency or an organization to promote
and support livelihood opportunities for a large number of people (other than those directly or
indirectly employed by them). Government has been one of the largest agencies involved in
such livelihood promotion efforts. However, the cooperative sector, the corporate sector and
the NGO sector have also contributed to promoting livelihoods. Examples include:

+  Government program for development of irrigation. India has added over 35% of

" cultivable under - irrigation since independence. This has generated or stabilized the
livelihoods of millions of people.



Fundamentals of Livelihood Promotion

In agriculture, the predominant livelihood interventions covered irrigation through

- large dams and canal systems till the 1960s, followed by the introduction of the high

‘yielding varieties package during the Green Revolution, impacting the livelihoods of
over 40 million farmers and a similar number of landless laborers.
Government programs such as the erstwhile National Rural Employment Program
(NREP), refashioned as the Sampoorna Gram Samriddhi Yojana (SGSY), to
guarantee wage-employment to the poor in the lean season through public works such
as road building. Part of the wages is paid in kind as food grains, which is a carry
over from the erstwhile "food for work" program. In 2005 through a legislative
measure MGNREGA, guaranteed number of days of employment is being provided in
rural areas.
Government programs such as the erstwhile Integrated Rural Development Program
(IRDP), refashioned as the Swarna Jayanti Grameen Swarozgar Yojana (SGSY), to
promote self-employment among the poor through acquisition of an income generating
asset with the help of a bank loan and a government subsidy . The present National
Rural Livelihood Mission (NRLM) is a modified version of SGSY with a dedicated
functional structure. NERCORMP- North East Region Community Resource
Management Project is one such flagship livelihood project being implemented in the
North East.
Programmes like RKVY ( Rastriya Krishi Vikash Yojana), National Horticulture
Mission, National Bamboo Mission etc. are some of the targeted livelihood flagship
programmes.
Programs run by sectoral institutions such as the National Dairy Development Board,
the Central Silk Board, the Coir Board, and the Development Commissioners for
Handloom and Handicrafts
Programs run by non-governmental agencies, for promoting livelihoods in different
regions and sectors, such as by SEWA, BAIF, MYRADA, AKRSP, PRADAN,
RGVN , BASIX and many others.
The Self Employed Women's Association (SEWA) works with over 750,000 self-
employed women of low-income households
Bhartiya Agro-Industries Foundation's (BAIF) program supporting one million
livelihoods, comprising cattle cross-breeding, pasture development, horticulture, ete.
- Venkateswara Hatcheries intervention to develop the poultry sector, culminating in
_the National Egg Coordination Council, which serves over 200,000 poultry producers.
Various micro-finance interventions by banks and NGOs have influenced the
livelihoods of more than twelve million people.
There are CSR driven livelihood promotion programmes by agencies like Tata Trust,
Reliance Foundation, ICICI Foundation, Azim Premji Foundation etc.
Evolution of Livelihood Promotion Efforts in India

Early Efforts - Human and Institutional Development: Thinking on livelihood
promotion evolved a great deal since the early days, with contributions from people
like Rabindranath Tagore, who conceived the Sriniketan Experiment, Spencer Hatch,
of YMCA, Martandam, Fr. Brayane of the Gurgaon Project and Albert Meyer of the
Etah project, all initiated livelihood promotion in their own ways. Mahatma Gandhi,

one of the early livelihood thinkers of 20th century, had a holistic vision of
livelihoods, with a deep concern for both, the poor and for sustainability. Gandhiji
suggested developing local economies by promoting inter-dependant activities, as a
member of a mutually supportive community, eventually leading to "gram swaraj".
During this period, the emphasis was on building human capital and imparting
knowledge. It was thought that people were not getting good remuneration because
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Trafficking in human beings is a global phenomenon, which has gained momentum in recent
years. The reasons for increase in this phenomenon are multiple and complex. Trafficking in
general seems to have taken advantage of the globalization of world economy that has led to
increased movement of people, money, goods and services to extend its own international
reach. It feeds on poverty, despair, war, crises, ignorance and women's unequal status in
most societies. Despite strong steps taken by the Government of India, the trafficking rackets
and gangs have become more organised and expanded into newer forms of trafficking. The
erime has expanded in such a way that today almost every state is affected with this social
and criminal menace. Though trafficking for commercial sexual exploitation continues to be
an area of concern, lately, there has been an increase in trafficking of women and children for
forced labour, bondage and slavery.

Introduction

The latest data from the NCRB clearly reveals that in general, trafficking is on the rise
in India and between 2010 and 2014 there has been about 60% increase in trafficking (Crime
in India - 2014, 2016). The most important factor for fuelling human trafficking in this region
is that. it is surrounded by international borders like China in the North, Bhutan in the West,
Myanmar or Burma in the East and Bangladesh in the South. So problems like human
trafficking become difficult to tackle owing to such geographical diversity. The threat of
child and girls trafficking has assumed alarming proportions. Though child trafficking is
prevalent all over the country, its incidence is quite high in the North-Eastern region. Most of
the cases of human trafficking in Assam occur in the area of tea estates where people are
illiterate and alcoholic. In the North Eastern region of India human trafficking takes place
within the north eastern states or other states of India and across the border of Myanmar,
Bangladesh, and Nepal. The major causes seem 1o be poverty. unemployment, illiteracy and
traditional thinking about the women section. The most vulnerable places of North Eastern
region for human trafficking are Mushalpur, Baska, Dumni chaki, Lakhimpur, Arunachal
Pradesh, Dhubri, etc.

As per records available from Central Bureau of investigation Office (CBI), Ulubari,
Assam, it is found that during the period 2005-2010, 42.03 percent children were trafficked to
the states of Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Maharashtra and West Bengal, where as
31.88 percent children were sent to metro cities such as Delhi, Mumbai, Kolkata, etc., 14.49
percent children were sent to unknown destinations. 7.25 percent were trafficked within the
North Eastern region and 4.35 percent children were sent to other places. Women and
children continue to remain unsafe in the state. More than 20,000 cases of crime against
women were reported in 2015. Similarly, till October, 2015, about 1, 386 minors including
girls were reported missing from across the state; in the preceding year a total of 1,577
children went missing. Due to open national and international border and loose security
condition of North East India, human trafficking has become an unsolvable one which is
directly challenging the existence and functions of law enforcement agencies, Government
organisations, Non-Government Organisations- the third sector of development and media-
the fourth pillar of democracy.



Thus, the workshop was proposed with an objective to discuss and debate on each

other’s perspective with regard to combat trafficking so as to ensure mutual learning and to
find out ways to act as a watchdog with regard to issue of human trafficking.

Following were the broad objectives of the consultation

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To create a common platform for all the stakeholders working on human trafficking in
Cachar to jointly discuss the gravity of the issue.

To understand the role of each stakeholder working in the field of human trafficking
To identify the factors associated with human trafficking

To understand the challenges in tackling human trafficking

To identify strategies for prevention of human trafficking.

The day long discussion as per the objectives on human trafficking enriched the knowledge
level of all the participants which further helped the organisers to recapitulate the factors
responsible for trafficking, understand the challenges confronting trafficking and finally
explore a way forward.




&
The Overall Findings are as follows

= One of the esteemed speaker shared the findings of a study conducted by him in the
area of human trafficking in North East. The Study found that

» Along with International Borders, Poverty, unemployment, declining
traditional economy, militarization and armed conflict, urbanization,
migration, displacement were the causes of trafficking

» Most of the trafficked girls were school dropouts and children of poor farmers
or daily wage earners

% Mostly victims were of the age group of 8-21 years and are illiterate.

%» Most of the traffickers were either friends or family members or neighbours of
the victims.

% Parks were identified as the commonest place where more than one third of
victims have met the trafficker. Other places included road sides, temples,
grocery shops, school premises, etc.

» Children of Tea Garden Workers easily fall prey to unlawful human trade due to lack
of poverty, literacy and awareness.

= During discussion most of the speakers and participants agreed that media being the
fourth pillar of democracy were supposed to be the key drivers for spreading
information regarding this unlawful trade but practically their role has been found
questionable. The discussion outsourced that media has to report the cases depending
upon the gravity and importance of the issue keeping societies interest at the top.
Though journalists face numerous practical and ethical constraints when investigating
human trafficking stories still, camouflaging the story with sensitive languages due to
conflicts of interest needs to be safeguarded by addressing the genuine cases with
genuinely.

= No Representation from the police department in the workshop fuelled a general
notion of their questionable involvement in such crimes.

m» NGO experience a Non supportive and Non cooperative attitude from police
personals specially when they are being asked to take necessary action against a
missing case filed by NGOs in a situation where the trafficked survivors runs away
from the shelter home due to poor infrastructure, as shared by one of the functionary
of an NGO.

» Lack of Awareness about the services provided by the NGOs, DLSA, DCPU to
traffick victims, sometimes debars the family members of victims and mass
population to ensure justice.

w» Lack of Cooperation of Panchayat Members delimits community participation during
any programme organised by the NGOs. Proper follow up of the functioning of the
formed Community Vigilance Group in villages gets hindered due to lack of
extending support services by the panchayats.

» Discussion with NGOs revealed that human trafficking occurs in the families where
there is poverty, male unemployment, dysfunctional family etc.. They also pointed out
poor rehabilitation after natural and mane disaster to be the other reasons for human
trafficking.



» Lack of proper dissemination of knowledge and information amongst the NGOs of
North East working in the field of trafficking further limits the scope for a cumulative
approach to address this issue.

= Major reason for not seeking legal action in cases of human trafficking is mainly due
to the fear of non acceptance of the victim by the family and society and the social
stigma and taboos which eventually follows. Moreover, unfortunate delay in justice
delivery and the expenses which incur which further demotivates the victims and their
family members to seek justice.

» The discussion explored that from 2012-2017, only 73 cases of trafficking were
reported and who were rescued and rehabilitated by a local level NGO of Cachar
District working in the area concerned. Amongst these 73 cases a considerable
number of cases involved school going children of Cacahar district.

» The discussion also highlighted that most of the teachers of schools and colleges.
especially those who are not engaged in any social activities are not aware about the
term trafficking and the nature it follows.

= Moreover, teachers who are not even aware of the fact that trafficking can also occur
from the premises of the school. Innocent minor girls, especially from Government
schools, are being honey-trapped and easily fall prey to trafficking. Even the parents
of such victims remain unaware of the activities of their daughter at school.
Unfortunately some teachers or school staffs, who become aware of such an incident,
choose to avoid providing information to concerned authorities or parents.

®» [ack of Strict Vigilance and Rules and Laxity in Educational Policies, especially in
schools under Sarva Siksha Abhiyan, has led to decrease of students’ interest in
educational activities and increase in other immoral and unsocial activities.

Concluding Discussion and Recommendations

The one day workshop on “Human Trafficking: A Threat for Society” revealed that a good
number of factors as discussed earlier are responsible for increasing the numbers of human
trafficking in the district and around the Valley at large. Poverty, Child Marriage, Male
unemployment, Dysfunctional families, Poor rehabilitation after natural and manmade
disaster etc. are the factors forcing women and children in different trading sector to earn
their livelihood. Moreover, lack of awareness, myth and stigma about the issue is depriving
the victims to get justice and lead a life with dignity in some cases. Thus, there is a need to
adopt micro and macro level approach to address the issue and offer a dignified life to
victims. Examining human trafficking from both perspectives will definitely help us to
understand the complex and multiple circumstances in which trafficked individuals find
themselves. In order to effectively address the issue of human trafficking, better to focus on
changes at the micro and macro levels.
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Under this backdrop the following Recommendations can be made

Accessing Statistical data on the prevalent types of crime in Cachar District

To Provide Special attention to Tea Garden workers which is one of the source
destination of luring young innocent girls.

Strategies to be made for providing adequate rehabilitation services to the vietims,
which can be done by forming rehabilitation centres and facilitating victims with
income generating activities.

Initiatives need to be taken to provide vocational training to the needy depending upon the
viability of their economic stability.

To Conduct Workshop/ Refresher programme for both Media professionals and police
personals to acquaint them on their role in combating human trafficking.

To Spread Awareness about the functions of different Government Organisations in
regards to trafficking.

To Organise Motivational Camps for Panchayat Members

To Organise NGO Meet for Developing Need Based Strategies to Combat Human
Trafficking.

To Organise Awareness Programme on Anti-Superstition and Sensitisation
Programme on different issues of Social Importance for the inhabitants of the society
and especially for the tea garden inhabitants.

Need Assessment Survey of Students at risk and Adoption of strategies accordingly.
To Conduct Socio-Economic Survey of the Parents of Girl Child of Primary and
Upper Primary School Level.

Initiation of Action Research Project Depending on the Findings of the Survey

To Conduct Interactive Sessions with the Parents of school going children to make
them aware about all the aspects--social, legal, emotional, physical, etc.of human
trafficking

To Conduct Consultation Meet with the Teachers to Spread Awareness among them
about Trafficking

Appointment of School Social Worker in the Schools.

Creation of Unique Helpline Number to Ensure Proper Reporting and

Creation of Software to Maintain a Proper Data Base of the Reported Cases.

Need of Reactive Education Policy at the primary level.

The Department of Social Work, Assam University, Silchar can make an effective
contribution in reducing and preventing human trafficking in Cachar district through

advocacy, community organising, programme development and evaluation. Use of Social
Work Knowledge for fetching best practices like Healthy lifestyle among family members,
avoidance of inter-parental conflicts, better and friendly interaction of parents with their
children etc., accepting people with their differences, can be generated both at the micro and
macro level to combat human trafficking.

To encourage and support the growth of Youth Clubs & empowerment of youth and reward
selfless services rendered by them in the field of community development and Nation Building
through voluntary labour, the Ministry of Drinking Water & Sanitation, Government of India has
introduced the 'Award to Youth / Team of Youth', at the district level under Swachh Bharat
Summer Internship Programme - 100 hrs of Shramdaan (2018-19 - 15 May, 2018 to 31
July, 2018
The objective of the programme is to involve youth in Shramdaan (voluntary labour) on a large
scale all over the country. This will not only develop the personality and leadership qualities of
the youth but also promote the spirit of "dignity of labour”.

The process of evaluation in the selection of Youth/ Team of Youth for the award, as per the
guidelines, would be as under:

i. The committee will not only assess the quantitative achievements w.r.t number of
activities, number of youth involved, number of people sensitized and number of
hours the youth worked for Swachhata activities, but it will also asses the
qualitative achievement (outcome) during 100 hours project. For example, if
a team of youth devote 100 hours and establish a Gobar Gas Plant in the
village for energy saving. The committee may consider the visible output of
the team members.

ii. Each member of the committee will have one evaluation sheet for each Youth/
Team of Youth

iii. There are four grading - Excellent / Very good / Good / Average. And Excellent
grade will earn 4 points, Very good will earn 3 points, good will earn
2 points and average will earn 1 point. Criteria for grading will be determined by
the committee, (i.e. a benchmark for qualification can be fixed by the committee).

iv. The Youth/ Team of Youth eaming the highest number of points will be adjudged
as winners. (The total will be based on the average points earned by each Youth/
Team of Youth for each individual item),
